The agenda for the WBPANS Winter Information Meeting includes updates and reports to our members on the As-
sociation’s activities over the winter months and our plans for upcoming work as we move into the 2018 wild blue-
berry crop season.

The morning session will consist of our report on wild blueberry market activity and outlook going into the new
crop season, a report from WBANA president John Cameron and Executive Director Neri Vautour on the trade asso-
ciation’s activities since the Annual Meeting and a look ahead to plans and priorities, in both the wild blueberry
export promotion program and in health research. We will also have a report to our members from Greg Connell
of Nurture Atlantic on the activities and outcomes of the wild blueberry regional promotion program that was put
in motion during the past year and a look ahead to plans for promotion activities for the 2018 crop year.

There has been great interest in the expansion and new dried fruit line that has been going in at the VanDyk’s plant
in Caledonia over the past year and Peter Van Dyk will give us a short presentation on this new development in our
industry.

We will have extension and research presentations during the afternoon session with a particular focus on manage-
ment of resting and developmental fields as well as wild blueberry field management strategies for bringing some set
aside land back into your production cycles. These will include Peter Burgess’ talk on field management decisions
and an update from Dr. David Percival on the new NSERC, WBPANS and Bragg Lumber funded plant pathology
work now underway at Dalhousie Faculty of Agriculture. There was great interest throughout the region in Dr.
Travis Esau’s field management tool developed last year and Travis will be giving us an updated presentation on that
work as well as a discussion of his look at harvester efficiency with regard to brush maintenance.

The Maritime wild blueberry industry has been working closely with Perennia on the future funding and program-
ming for the Atlantic Tech Transfer Team for Apiculture (ATTTA) for the next five years. Sawyer Olmstead,
Apiculturist with the team will give us a presentation on plans for that important program for 2018 and beyond.

As we’ve heard at previous meetings, the Canadian Wild Blueberry Industry Research and Development Insti-
tute (CWBIRDI) has been re-activated after several years of dormancy and its new Board is working hard to build
an expanded industry research program coordinated through that organization. Barron Blois, Chairman of the
CWBIRDI Board, will give a report on those activities to date and discuss future research priorities and plans.

Wild Blueberry Market Update

The USDA Cold Storage Holdings (Table 1) up to Nov 30 show US frozen blueberry holdings at much
more manageable levels than we saw a year earlier, with New England (mostly wild blueberries) at 66%
of the high levels at Nov 30, 2016. The Midwest was down 6 % from 2016 and the major growing area in
the Pacific Northwest was at 79% of their very high frozen storage holdings of a year earlier and, accord-
ing to a recent report, were 4.9% lower than the three year average figure for that region. Total US frozen
blueberry holdings as of Nov 30, 2017 were 78% of the holdings reported a year earlier.

Market reports and industry information continue to indicate very good movement of frozen wild blueber-
ries to the European (up 47% from 2016) and Asian markets through November 2017 (see Table 2, Cana-
dian Exports). This is due to expanded promotion activities and very aggressive sales into the European
market, along with new opportunities created by a failure of the Eastern Europe bilberry harvest in 2017.
In Asia, shipments through November 2017 were up 23% from 2016, mostly on expanded sales into Chi-
na and continued good movement to our major Asian market in Japan. Exports of frozen wild blueberries
to the US market were down from the previous year, but this was more than offset by the increased Euro-
pean and Asian sales.

WBANA-CANADA UPDATE

China:

Last November, WBANA Canada signed an MOU (Memorandum of Understanding) with the Jinjiang Group of China.
Jinjiang International (Group) Company Limited is a Shanghai-based state-owned enterprise of the People's Republic
of China and one of the largest tourism enterprises in China. Its subsidiaries include Jinjiang International Holdings
Limited, Jinjiang International Hotel Management Company Limited, and they are involved in logistics for transpor-
tation. The objective is for WBANA Canada to provide promotional assistance to the Jinjiang Group to raise aware-
ness of Canadian Wild Blueberries in China. The Jinjiang group will assist WBANA Canada in lobbying the Chinese
government to reduce or eliminate tariffs.

A number of educational videos are being prepared to provide Chinese chefs with methods on using Canadian Wild
Blueberries.

WBANA Canada will do a follow-up visit to China in early April 2018 and bring Dr. Wilhelmina Kalt to do Health
presentations to the Jinjiang Group and to high ranking Chinese Government officials.

China has tremendous potential for Canadian Wild Blueberries and we are working very hard to put our industry in a
position to succeed.

Dr. Wilhelmina Kalt:

WBANA Canada is in the process of trying to secure government funding to hire Dr. Kalt on a contract position to
help the industry develop an even stronger Health research program and Health message. Dr. Kalt recently retired
from Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada and has been a great supporter of wild blueberries for many years. Dr. Kalt is
responsible for the term “ Antioxidant” and for a lot of the success that blueberries have enjoyed over the past
twenty years. | am sure that you will get to meet Dr. Kalt in the coming year as we plan on having her make presen-
tations to growers.

Markets:
Canadian Exports of Wild Blueberries are up in all of our major markets. The EU/ Canada trade agreement signed on
September 21, 2017, has already shown very positive signs for Wild Blueberry products. We will be sharing new ex-
port data with Federal representatives to show the link between eliminated tariffs and increasing exports, some-
thing that the Canadian government is committed to doing.
